Email was received from Raewyn Adam, Bay of Plenty District Health Board, objecting to the proposed price rise and requesting small workshops outside main centres.

Following discussion these possibilities were noted:

· Subsidies could be offered to people who need to travel to a course

· Offer billets from local members to save hotel accommodation costs

· Consider the cost benefit of taking the training to the learner or vice versa

· Consider the cost in terms of the distance to be travelled e.g. the distance between Tauranga and Taupo is sometimes considered not far but is in fact a 2-hour journey in each direction.

· Concern expressed small centres may miss out on RDA training

· Consider possibilities of setting up clusters in provincial centres

· Consider the possibility of technological solutions, e.g. Video linking – should Catsig invest in equipment for loan?  Is this equipment readily available in libraries round the country?

· Give prior notification of proposed training sessions as far ahead as possible to allow for inclusion in budgeting rounds

· Send a communication to Library Managers to advise them that RDA is coming and that training will be needed so that they can start budgeting for it.

National Library to start raising awareness for RDA around the country.  It was felt that Library Managers see something relates to RDA and decide that it does not affect them as it is “cataloguing”.  If a clear explanation is sent describing the expected impact, requiring training and subscription costs, they will be able to start planning and budgeting.

RDA Workshops profit.  LIANZA has ring fenced the $9,000 profit for further RDA workshops.  Sponsorship from Catsig will be added to the $9,000 to supplement training in smaller centres across the country.

7. Other Business

Charlotte Stretton spoke about the Cataloguing on the NUC wiki (http://nznuc-cataloguing.pbworks.com/).  This wiki was created by the Expert Working Group (EWG) on Cataloguing Standards (initiated by TPSAC) to be a place to store information on loading records to the National Union Catalogue.  The EWG decided that this was a good place to also store information on other related topics, including links to cataloguing tools and resources, and information about the OCLC-NLNZ partnering agreement and OSMOSIS process.  A pilot run with some cataloguers outside of the EWG suggested that there may be a desire for a collaborative, central repository for NZ cataloguers to use.  TPSAC agreed, and the wiki has now been launched for use by NZ cataloguers.  The wiki is still undergoing development, and feedback is encouraged as to the direction this resource might take.  More information will be forthcoming in the next few months.

8. Implementation of RDA in New Zealand

Kim Gutchlag gave a report on the implementation of RDA (copy attached).

RDA Update

Publication

The RDA text was handed to the co-publishers on schedule on 22 June. RDA is scheduled to be released in December 2009.

Initially it will be online only, and while it will be possible to print from the online product, it is being designed to be used online. A print version of RDA, which people have asked for, would require a new editing process as RDA has been designed as an online product.

Pricing

The pricing for RDA has not yet been determined, but we understand that the publishers are looking at a range of options, taking into account factors such as the size of libraries, consortial licences, etc.

It is not known if there will be a free trial period.

We understand that the Library of Congress hopes to incorporate it into Cataloguer’s Desktop, but this is unlikely to happen at initial release.

International activities

RDA list - remains active with discussion of the potential impact of RDA on catalogues and cataloguing

US National Libraries RDA Test

The test period will begin after the test partners receive access to RDA Online.  There is no indication at present that this will be before official release so we assume December 2009 

Test Days 1 through 90: Test partners use this three-month period to become familiar with the content of RDA and with navigating RDA Online.

Test Days 91 through 180: Test partners produce records in the test and share them with the US National Libraries RDA Test Steering Committee.

Post-Test Days 1-90: The US National Libraries RDA Test Steering Committee analyses the results of the test and prepares its report to the management of the three national libraries.

After Post-Test Day 91: The report is shared with the US library community.

MARC

Proposals to cover new fields and subfields to accommodate RDA have been approved, but are not yet live in MARC.

New fields developed for content type carrier type and media type (replacing General Material Designation). Subfields apply in a number of fields, including relationship designators that can be added to name headings.  

Some of these have been approved and we expect them to be published in the October 2009 MARC update.
